MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

NOVEMBER 17, 2015
The Trustees of the Mascoutah Public Library held its regular meeting at the library on November 17, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. 

All of the Trustees were present, namely: Nancy Larson,  Roger Grodeon, Frank Bandre, Wayne Wilhelm, Suzy Friederich, Linda Tribout, Anne Schorr, Jordan Kneschke, and Merly Friedland. Also present was Library Director Marian Albers. 
President Nancy Larson presided and Merly Friedland recorded the minutes. There were no additions to the agenda. No public comments were heard or submitted.
The minutes of the board meeting held on September 15, 2015 were approved as written. 
Financial Report:  Frank presented the Balance Sheet as of October 31, 2015 and the statements of income and expenses for the months of September and October, 2015 and the year-to-date period from May 1, 2015 to October 31, 2015. We anticipate receiving additional property tax monies, which should put us at approximately 93% of budget or better. We have noted appreciable increase in donations in favor of our summer reading programs. The budget for these programs is $360; thus far, actual donations total $1,470. Marian has been doing a great job of staying in line with the budget and always looking at areas where savings are possible. Overall, cash position and financial operations of the library remain sound. 
Upon a motion by Anne, seconded by Wayne, the Board unanimously approved the above  financial statements and ordered that the same be filed for audit.
Policy Committee Report:  On behalf of the Committee, Wayne presented and recommended, for Board approval, changes to policy covering Delinquent Borrowers, Overdue Materials and Lost and/or Damaged Materials.
Upon a motion by Frank, seconded by Linda, the Board unanimously approved the  recommendation of the Policy Committee to adopt the said changes, as presented.

Finance Committee Report:  On behalf of the Committee, Frank presented and recommended, for Board approval, the following rates to levy for FY 2016/2017, based on an estimated EAV of $125,524,677.

Old Business:  Genealogy Room remodel project – Marian reported that this project is going very well. We were able to trim costs of certain items. There are just a few “odd and ends” to be done before reopening.

New Business:  1. Purchase of furniture for Genealogy Room – The Friends of the Library has offered to pay the full cost of this purchase. Egyptian Stationers submitted pricing for the following items:  $869.56 for 4 guest chairs; $1,255.00 for 1 lounge chair w/ tablet arm and cup holder; $1,520.00 for 4 tables 24x30 work tops = TOTAL $3,644.56.
Upon a motion by Linda, seconded by Anne, the Board approved, by unanimous voice vote, the purchase of the above listed items for $3,644.56.
2. Staff  Appreciation & Christmas Party – Upon a motion by Frank, seconded by Wayne, the Board unanimously approved this activity for the staff, within the usual and customary amount to be spent for this purpose.
